Pons Fabricius

“This is the well-preserved stone bridge between the left bank of the Tiber and the Tiber Island. It was named for its builder, L. Fabricius, curator viarum (official in charge of roads and bridges) in 62 B.C.”
The Pons Fabricus, built in 62 B.C., is a beautiful masonry bridge connecting the shore of the Tiber River to the Tiber Island.  This bridge has a simple design, yet is elegantly beautiful, and it serves a vital purpose:  travel to the island!

· When you see something that catches your eye, turn on the AR3D layer in Gallery

· If there is a yellow icon for the building, it is ancient – congratulations!

· Read about it, and decide if you want to use it

· Find a photo of the building, copy it, and paste it above your title, summary, and analysis
