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There are two parts to this project!

 Medieval Life Around the World Booklet
       You will create a booklet about life during the middle ages 

(roughly 400 CE — 1400 CE).  Your booklet will compare and contrast life in different parts of the medieval world, and it will also compare and contrast those places with our lives in modern America.  

Here are the required parts of the booklet:

· Three Venn Diagrams – comparing each medieval world region to the U.S. today.  Include color illustrations around the outside of each Venn diagram.
· Maps – one map of your choice to accompany each Venn diagram; you may use your Europe Today map for your Medieval Europe Venn diagram.

· Summary Paragraphs – using your own words (don’t plagiarize) summarize what you have learned about each medieval world region in 2-3 paragraphs.
· Who were famous people, tribes, kingdoms, and empires of that region?

· What was unique about the cultures (ways of life) in that part of the world?

· Where were the most important places of the region – major cities, landmarks, regions, geographical features, etc…?

· When – what important events should we know about?  What happened and when?

Cover – Use a plastic cover, a small notebook, or a large sheet of construction paper to make a cover for your booklet.  On the cover, type:  

Illustrate your cover with cool photos, paintings, drawings, stickers….make it beautiful!

Individual Choice Assignment

For the second part of this project you will choose a specific topic from our study of the medieval period, research it in greater depth, and present your knowledge in a creative way!  The following are examples of options:
· Art or Artifact
Create a visual representation of life in the Middle Ages.  You will choose an aspect of life to represent and describe, for example:  a feudal manor estate, a knight’s tournament, a display of weaponry, a model of an important invention, a painting of a lady at work in her herb garden, a model of a castle under siege, a peasant’s home, a nun’s convent, a crusade battle scene, a scene from an Arab marketplace, a Viking attack… You will create a labeled visual (10 or more labeled parts) and write one paragraph that explains the project.

· Oral Report
Choose a specific topic (Chain Mail in the Middle Ages, The Life of a Medieval Lady, The Crusades, Samurais of Medieval Japan, Medieval European Musical Instruments, or…?).  Type a 3-5 paragraph summary of your medieval topic, using your own words – don’t plagiarize.  Include a Works Cited section at the end of your report, with at least two sources of information.  This will be the subject of a short speech given to class, so find interesting information to share!
· Middle Ages Book Summary Comic Strip
Read a book set in the medieval period.  Take notes on the key events of the plot.  Using your artistic skills and mastery of witty dialogue, create a comic strip to tell a summary of the story to be enjoyed by comic fans -- young and old!
· Original Skit
Choose a specific topic (A Day in the Life of a Medieval Princess, A Jousting Tournament, The Plague Strikes, or…?).  Write a script for a skit to perform to class.  You will need to hire actors (chocolate can work wonders), gather props, direct (and star if you choose)!  Include a Works Cited section at the end of your script, with at least two sources of information.  Make it entertaining and informative!
· Other?  (See me if you have another idea to propose!)
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Remember, the Middle Ages (or Medieval Period) was from the 5th to the 15th centuries (400s to the 1400s)!
